My mediating philosophy can be conceptualized into sub-goals of Instrumental Enrichment (IE), a dynamic process that is comprised of three phases.

Through the phases I am the mediator and my students are mediatees.

Phase 1:  Mediation—the first two subgoals are put into operation through the Mediated Learning Experience (MLE) criteria.  

Subgoal 1:  Correct deficient cognitive functions

Subgoal 2:  Teach the language/vocabulary, concepts, labels, operations,                  


   etc. needed for the task.

Phase 2:  Internalization—through the mediation of the first two subgoals, the mediatee or learner begins the process of internalizing.  The correction of deficient cognitive functions results in the learner’s conscious usage of cognitive functions.  The development of the language, labels, concepts, operations, etc., enables the learner to express cognitive functioning and concepts in the context of a task.  As the learner practices and develops proficiency in what was learned, three subgoals emerge.

Subgoal 3:  Development of insight, reflection, metacognition in the 

               

   mediatee.

Subgoal 4:  Development of intrinsic or self-motivation in the learner 
  
               

   (internal locus of control).

Subgoal 5:  Development of task intrinsic motivation in the learner.

Phase 3:  Transformation—as mediation by the mediator and practice of the IE tasks by the mediatee continue to occur (in a rigor-induced environment), the learner is transformed into an empowered learner as described in subgoal 6.

Subgoal 6:  Learner as an independent, autonomous, self-mediating generator of 


   his/her knowledge through active participation in the teaching (MLE) 


   and learning experience.
